Torva terviseraja matkaringi
pikkuseks on 11,1 km. Matkarada kulgeb mitmepalgelise loo-
dusega kaunite paikade keskel. Matkaring saab alguse Térva
glmnaasiumi pargist ja raja darde jddvad mitmed vaatamisvaar-
sused: Keisripalu mets, Orjakivi, Helme kalmistu, Tikste Grgorg
koos Tikste ja Pokardi paisjarve ning Tikste ojaga, mille kaldal
saab naha liivakivipaljandit ja silmaallikat. Samuti labib rada
dendroparki, Tantsumadge ja Linnamége, raja korval on Riiska ja
Vanamoisa jarved ja Ohne j6gi. Térva terviserajal toimuvad aas-
taringselt erinevad liikumis- ja tervisespordidritused: Tantsumde
magede jooks, maastikuratta tali-
ja suvekross, Torva triatlon, Torva
Kolme Jarve Jooks.

L4 This uninterrupted recreational
area is one of Torvas greatest
values and one of the things that makes it unique. The town is
bordered by the Keisripalu coniferous forests to the north, the
Tantsumée forest to the south and Tikste primeval valley to the
west. Landscape-wise the town forms part of the south-eastern
section of the Sakala Uplands, which feature all of southern Es-
tonia’s landscape types. The area is undulating, with kames and
terminal moraines. The elevation within the borders of the town
ranges from 43-73 metres.
Torva's hiking trail is 11.1 km
long. The trail passes through
beautiful areas with diverse
nature. It can be accessed f
from the park at Térva Second-
ary School and passes many
sights: Keisripalu forest, the Slave Stone, Helme cemetery, Tik-
ste primeval valley along with Tikste and Pokardi reservoirs and
Tikste stream, from whose banks a sandstone outcrop and the
Eye Spring can be viewed. The trail also passes through an ar-
boretum and across Tantsumagi (Dancing Hill). Next to the trail
are Lake Riiska, Lake Vanamaisa and the Ohne River. Throughout
the year, the trail hosts many exercise and recreational sports
events: Tantsumae hill run, winter and summer cross-country
races for mountain bikes, Torva triathlon and Torva Three Lakes
Race.

Toérva on Louna-Eesti linn, mis paikneb Valga maakonna keskosas.
Esimesed teated Torva kohta pdrinevad aastast 1834 maoisale kuu-
lunud kértsihoone kohta, mis asus Valga, Pérnu ja Tartu maantee
ristumiskohal. Esimesed elumajad pUstitati praeguse Veski, Viljandi
ja Tartu tdnava ristumiskohale aastatel1875-1892. Linnadigused sai
Toérva 2.juulil 1926 aastal. Térva linnas on palju metsi, parkmetsi,
parke ja vdiksemaid haljasalasid, mis on omavahel haljastihen-
dustega seotud ning moodustavad niiviisi katkematu puhkeala
- rohelise vorgustiku. Rohealad Umbritsevad linna ja moodustavad
rohekoridore linna sees. Alad on seotud kergliiklusteedega ning
moodustunud Umber linna kulgeva liikumisraja — Térva Tervisera-
ja matkaringi. Omavahel haljastihendustega seotud roheline vor-
gustik loob linnaelanikele ja linna kalalistele paremad voimalused
puhkamiseks ning pakub jalakdijatele ja jalgratturitele alternatiivs-
eid liikumisvoimalusi linnas.

Térva is a town in southern Estonia, situated in the centre of Valga
County. The first records of Torva date from 1834 about the man-
or's inn, situated at the crossroads of the Valga, Parnu and Tartu
roads. The first residential buildings were built around what is now
the Veski-Viljandi-Tartu crossroads between 1875 and 1892. Térva
gained town privileges on 2 July 1926. The town has many parks,
forests and smaller green spaces that are linked by greenways and
thus make up an uninterrupted recreational area — a green net-
work. Green areas surround the town and form greenways within
it. The areas are linked by bike and walking tracks which form an
exercise trail around the town — the Toérva health track and hik-
ing circuit. The green network affords residents and visitors greater
options for recreational activities and also offers pedestrians and
cyclists alternative ways of getting around the town.
